Vocabulary
	· Primary Colors are sets of colors that can be combined to make a useful range of colors.

· Secondary Color is a color made by mixing two primary colors in a given color space.

· Tertiary Color is a color made by mixing either one primary color with one secondary color, or two secondary colors, in a given color space.

· Harmony-  using similar elements throughout a work

· Unity- effectively using the elements and principles of art to help unify/ fit together

· Variety- different forms or types, (contrast, emphasis, difference in size & color)

· Balance- arranging elements so that no one part of a work overpowers, or seems heavier than any other part.

· Pattern/Rhythm-  repetition of elements 

· Movement- shows actions, the path the viewer's eye follows throughout an artwork.

· Contrast- elements that conflict with one another

· Proportion- measurement of the size and quantity of elements within a composition

· Complementary Colors- A pair of colors that are opposite each other on the color wheel
